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MERIT BADGE REQUIREMENTS CHANGING - The 2009 Boy Scout
Requirement book is now available at the scout shops. There are no
rank requirement changes for 2009, but the requirements for the
following merit badges have been revised: Automotive Maintenance
(formerly Auto Mechanics), Cinematography, Drafting, Emergency
Preparedness, Engineering, Farm Mechanics, Insect Study,
Motorboating, Pottery, and Radio. In addition there have been minor
requirements updates for Archery, Coin Collecting, Collections, Indian
Lore, Painting and Swimming. The official requirements for merit
badges may also be found at the http://www.scouting.org web site.
When starting a merit badge, scouts must use the latest requirements
for that badge. However, if the requirements change after a scout has
begun working on a badge (with the counselor), the scout may chose to
either continue to use the original requirements in effect when he started
the badge or use the new requirements.
